We have already learnt that one way to develop a paragraph is to use the POINT, WHAT, WHY, BOTTOM LINE formula. For example:

[POINT] Learning to write an essay need not be difficult if a number of smaller skills are first mastered. [WHAT] This is because an essay is a combination of words, sentences and paragraphs arranged in a logical order. [WHY] Some of the more important skills are organising ideas, writing correctly structured sentences and sign posting in the first paragraph. [BOTTOM LINE] Learning to write can be approached by working on these skills separately or in various combinations before they are all brought together in the essay itself.
